Judicial Review Board:

Dave questioned if they were advertised to the student body - YES

3 people for the Judicial Review Board – 1 for Solicitor General

Judicial review board – independent body that if anyone brings grievances against the SBA they have the power to adjudicate the grievance – the Solicitor general represents the SBA for those grievances

1. Marc Braverman: 

Questions – fair and impartial regardless of the relationships with people on the judicial review board – YES – benefit of the school to be impartial.

JR will be appointing the chief justice

Andrea – work this summer – fitting into this role – violations of ethical codes – he was exposed to the lowest attorneys.

Legislature & Judiciary – separation – De Luca – two parties contesting some law passed by SBA – hurting a party – necessary to overrule the decision if it would adversely effect the party

Ramo – hypothetical – reading day – would devote time to write his own position.

JR asked - SBA - Overturning an election – legitimate grievance – put it to another vote – let the students vote again – specific circumstances – legit grievance – necessary to overturn – depends on its severity. Sacrifices the integrity of the election – 

Dave – Not a legitimate grievance for petition of nonvoters

2. Robert Mehran

JR waived the resume requirement for Mehran – we have it

Vice justice of PAD for 3 years – ran for President and lost – still wants to be involved 

JR – can he put his passion aside to look at this afresh and anew – YES 

Lone dissenter a lot during the SBA votes last year

Rachel – experience on the SBA – will it help or harm – harm him in that hes close to a lot of us – best thing b/c as an attorney we have to do it in the real world. From SBA he is familiar with the time

ZMAN – character and fitness – PAD incident – In Europe – he went to PAD Conference in Dallas – he didn’t book his flight until it made it 800 something dollars – hasn’t got reimbursed yet

Work with Mr. Braverman despite conflicts – there is no conflict

3. Todd Jones – 2L

Some issues that will arise in the transition to CI – unanimity will be important on the JRB – Debuche – difference between a majority decision and unanimous decision – justice and fairness to the proceeding

Lone dissenter – no problem there is no way to iron out all the differences

Rachel – not on SBA – how familiar is he with out bylaws – he became more familiar in the last couple days

Gibbons – ever worked in a similar capacity – student government in hs and college and on conflict resolution board in college.

All are approved to be associate justices on the judicial review board
